DID YOU KNOW?...

The well-known Christmas
carol, Silent Night, perhaps
one of the most popular
around the world, originated
in Austria. The lyrics were
written in 1816 by Father
Mohr, a Roman Catholic
priest. On Christmas Eve of 1818 he handed them over to
Franz Xaver Gruber, who composed the beautiful music.
The carol was first sung on December 24, 1818, with guitar
accompaniment, in  St. Nicholas Church in Oberndorf,
Austria. The carol was translated into English in 1859 by
Bishop John Freeman Young (Florida).

The words of the carol "Joy to the World" were written by
Isaac Watts in 1719. He actually wrote the words to glorify
the Second coming of the Lord. The music was adapted in
1839 by Lowell Mason, a leading figure in American church
music, from an older melody. Due to some similarities, that
melody is believed to have been inspired by Handel's
Messiah.
