DID YOU KNOW?...

For the Sunday Liturgy of the Word (and other special
days), three sets of readings are selected and assigned to
Years A, B, and C. Together with the weekday readings,
this three-year cycle covers most of the Bible.

Any year exactly divisible by 3 is Year C (for example,
2025). Year A (that has just begun) follows Year C, and
Year B follows Year A.

In Year A we mainly read the Gospel of Matthew; in Year
B, Mark; and in Year C, Luke. The Gospel of John appears
in all three years, especially during Lent/Easter and
Advent/Christmas.

For weekdays there are two cycles, | and Il. Odd-numbered
years use Cycle |; even-numbered years use Cycle Il.
