DID YOU KNOW?...

The vestments worn by ministers at Mass trace their origins
to the clothing of the late Roman Empire. At that time, a
typical man wore a long tunic tied at the waist, which later
developed into the alb and cincture, along with a large,
cloak-like outer garment called the paenula, the historical
precursor of the chasuble.

As secular fashion changed over the centuries, the clergy
retained these older garments for liturgical use, and over
time distinct symbolic meanings were attached to each
piece.

During Mass, a priest wears the alb, stole, and chasuble.
The stole—a narrow band of cloth worn around the neck
and hanging down the front—signifies the authority of
ordained ministry. Its origins are often linked to insignia
worn by Roman officials to mark their office. The chasuble
is the proper vestment of the priest for the celebration of
the Eucharist, while the alb is a common vestment worn by
all ministers.

Bishops, in addition to the priestly vestments, also wear the
mitre, a pointed ceremonial headdress that symbolizes
their teaching and governing authority within the Church.
They also carry the crosier, a shepherd’s staff that
represents their pastoral care.

Archbishops, who hold a higher rank within the episcopate,
wear all the vestments proper to a bishop and, in addition,
are granted the pallium. The pallium is a narrow woolen
band worn over the shoulders, decorated with small black
crosses. It symbolizes their special bond with the Pope and
their authority within their ecclesiastical province.
