DID YOU KNOW?...

The Vatican City, officially Stato della Citta del Vaticano
(“State of the Vatican City”), is a country—the smallest in
the world. Its area is 44 hectares (110 acres), and it has a
population of about 800 people. This tiny state came into
existence in 1929 with the signing of the Lateran Treaty.

The flag of Vatican City has two
vertical bands, one yellow and one
white. The crossed keys of Saint
Peter and the papal tiara appearin
the center of the white band.

The Vatican has its own post
office and issues its own stamps.
Vatican Radio broadcasts in 20
languages throughout the world.

The Vatican also mints its own euro coins. Depending on
the series, the €1 coin bears either the portrait of the
reigning pope or, in more recent issues, his coat of arms.

The Vatican Bank is the only bank in the world that allows
users to select Latin as a language on its ATM machines.
Unless you understand statements such as Carus
exspectatusque venisti (“Welcome”) or Inserito scidulam
quaeso ut faciundam cognoscas rationem (“Please insert
your card to access the permitted operations”), it is better
to choose English or Italian!
